Purpose and History

The scholarship honors Mary Gibbons Natrella, a staff member of the NIST Statistical Engineering Division. Her most important publication, NBS Handbook 91: Experimental Statistics, published in 1963 by the Government Printing Office and later by Wiley-Interscience in its Selected Government Publications series, is one of NISTs all-time best sellers.  The scholarship fund was established in 2000 to honor Mary’s 36 years as an author, teacher, and consulting statistician, and her many contributions to the statistical community.

Eligibility

Application is open to students who are currently pursuing a master’s or doctoral degree full-time in an accredited college or university.   The student must have a demonstrated interest in Quality applications as evidenced by course work, research topic, prior work experience, etc.  Applicants should be prepared to make a presentation of their research work at the Quality & Productivity Research Conference during the award year.  Students will receive equal consideration regardless of race, religion, gender, or national origin.

Selection Criteria

The Mary G. Natrella Scholarship Award Committee makes selection of the scholarship recipient.  The committee will select the recipient based principally on the following criteria:

· mentorship & teaching

· professional service

· leadership

Also considered will be:

· scholarship

· authorship & research

· community service

Form of Award

The award consists of a certificate, a $1,000 grant, waiver of registration fees for the Quality & Productivity Research Conference during the award year, and a conference travel stipend which includes hotel and conference meals.
